North of Scotland Paediatric Gastroenterology Network: Based at Royal Aberdeen Children’s Hospital

Applications are invited for the post of consultant in Paediatric Gastroenterology. This post has arisen as a result of the retirement of the current postholder.  The post, which will be based at the Royal Aberdeen Children's Hospital (RACH) and hosted by NHS Grampian, provides clinical support to the North of Scotland Paediatric Gastroenterology, Hepatology and Nutrition (PGHN) managed clinical network (covering a total population of ~1.3 million).  The service has been designed to ensure equity of access to specialist PGHN services through the centre in Aberdeen (all services) Dundee (outpatient, inpatient and endoscopy) and Inverness (outpatient and inpatient). Specialist dietetic and nursing support is available in all three centres with specialist paediatric and neonatal surgery in Aberdeen. 

Candidates should have completed, or be within 6 months of completing specialist training in Paediatric Gastroenterology. 

The post is based at the Royal Aberdeen Children’s Hospital (RACH) with commitments to the neighbouring Health Boards in Highland and Tayside. At present weekly clinics and endoscopy (twice monthly) lists are held in Dundee and monthly clinics in Inverness. A tertiary service is provided at RACH with access to endoscopy, full diagnostic services and paediatric surgery. There are weekly general gastroenterology clinics with dedicated clinics for IBD and coeliac disease. Hepatology is provided through outreach from King’s College Hospital, London. The appointment of this third consultant will allow the development of PGHN outpatient clinics in Perth, Elgin, Orkney and Shetland. There are well established education and research links with colleagues in Glasgow and Edinburgh.

This post will also have a commitment to the General Paediatric service in RACH.  There is a consultant of the week service, which covers acute paediatric admissions Monday to Friday (all other commitments cancelled), and the on-call rota (no neonates) will be approximately 1 in 10.  This post will also have a regular general paediatric out-patient clinic. Child protection is largely managed by a dedicated team during normal office hours, but there is a small requirement for out of hours assessment for the on-call consultant.

The purpose built RACH opened in January 2004. The hospital (85 inpatient and 15 day case beds) provides a wide range of secondary and tertiary paediatric medical and surgical services. The Foresterhill site also encompasses Aberdeen Maternity Hospital and Aberdeen Royal Infirmary with a total bed complement of 1200. The Medical School and Institute of Medical Sciences for Aberdeen University share the same site. Many opportunities presently exist to network with colleagues in secondary and tertiary care across Scotland. There are equally modern, well-equipped facilities in Ninewells Hospital and Medical School, Dundee and in Raigmore Hospital, Inverness.

Aberdeen, Aberdeenshire and the North of Scotland are known for a high quality of life, astounding natural beauty and a multiplicity of sporting pursuits. There are excellent travel links with the rest of UK and Europe. High quality education, both state and private, is available.  
Applications from candidates able to work in a locum capacity for three months or longer will also be considered.

If this post is not on the current “Shortage Occupation” list as issued by the UK Border Agency, it may not qualify for sponsorship.  Applications from candidates who require sponsorship to work in the UK may not be considered if there are a sufficient number of other suitable candidates who have eligibility to live and work in the UK.
