	President’s Report  (HJ)
HJ reported on events through the year, and highlighted the areas of progress.  Details of the report were to be found in the annual newsletter.

	Convenor’s Report  (MSM)
MSM highlighted the organisational changes that had been achieved, particularly in council following the constitutional changes agreed at the last AGM.  These were working well and allowing the society to deal effectively with the many areas of professional change currently underway.  He highlighted the exponential rise in consultation by various national bodies, including the DoH, NICE, RCPCH, Charitable Bodies and others.  He thanked Professor I.W. Booth for his continued chairing of the ACCEA nomination group for the society.  The membership of the society had been growing steadily over the past three years and was now approximately 300.  This was a sign of an active and productive society.

Five members of council were due now to stand down from office.  The trainee committee had already elected Ronald Bremner to replace Richard Russell.   Three other council posts had attracted 1 nomination each.  Paraic McGrogran had been nominated to replace Nigel Meadows as Gastroenterology representative.  Patrick McKiernan was nominated to replace Patricia McClean as Hepatology representative.  Finally Alastair Baker was nominated to take over as treasurer from Muftah Eltumi.  The AGM showed in each case by show of hands their overwhelming support for these nominations.

An election had taken place for the role of Convenor, and Nick Croft was elected

	Treasurer’s Report (ME)
ME presented the annual treasurer’s report.  The society balance was now approximately £94,000.
There followed a wide ranging discussion about this situation.  This reflected a marked and progressive increase in the assets of the society.  It was agreed that over the coming months, that council would need to give careful consideration to possible priorities in optimally utilising these resources.  One consideration was the need to give further support to the Website.  Another was the proposal to provide some pump prime funding for research projects.  Nevertheless it was recognised that the total sum of money was, by comparison with many other professional societies, not very large.  There was discussion as to whether the charges for the Winter Meeting might be reduced, thereby reducing the profits.  However others indicated their concern that the work involved in organising the Winter Meeting was very substantial and that some allowance must be made for the unpredictability of profits at any particular meeting.  There was discussion as to whether further funding should be directed to Associate Members or others in view of the current difficulty in obtaining study leave funding in some areas.

It was agreed that all of these considerations needed to be discussed when considering the best way forward.
