	Topics Discussed


	Action

	Jenny Gordon (Chair) welcomed everyone and identified that associate membership remains high. There are over 54 nurses and 43 dietitians and 8 other professionals who include speech therapy, pharmacist, psychologist and research assistants.
Jenny discussed sponsorship for meetings that had been given to members and highlighted the need for associates to write up their experiences for the E-bulletin. Also she was keen for members to let committee know of any awards that may have received to publicise to the group. 
She thanked Angharad for the development and production of E-bulletin ideally trying to aim for 3 publications of E-bulletin a year. 

Study day November 2008 at Riba in London

Jenny highlighted success of the study day which included topics of Coeliac disease and home parenteral nutrition. 

The expert panel question and answer session was well received and Jo Grogan identified it was a good session. Tracey Johnson identified expert panel session did not tend itself to all subjects and that abstracts submitted by associates were also invaluable. 
Chris Holden identified ideal forum if new to presenting to get support from other.

Chris Holden identified we should look at evaluation forms of study day re subjects for forthcoming 2009. Members identified concerns there were no copies of presentation for participants to follow sessions. Discussion took place re sessions should be available on the website. 
Concensus was that photocopies of presentations must be available on study day. Jenny Gordon welcomes any suggestions to improve study day and thanked Angharad and committee for their support.   

Jackie Falconer asked if the study day each year was going to continue in its present format as Huw Jenkins had raised possibility of amalgamation of the study day with the Spring meeting of BSPGHAN. Members emphatically rejected amalgamation. 

Jackie Falconer felt numbers of 60 and above were good for a study day. Currently there are 14 registrars only on the training grid.

Venues for Study day

Chris Holden identified looking at different venues for study day in 2009. Possibility of Motor Cycle Museum, Birmingham. Costs for venue in London are very expensive and study day currently loses money.

Website Redesign

The current website BSPGHAN – AM is being updated. Associate Committee membership details have been sent to webmaster – awaiting completion. 
Sponsorship applications for meetings are now from Nutricia these will replace the existing SHS sponsorship details.
